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The United Native Nations Society (UNNS) is a provincial non-profit organization incorporated in 1969 in the Province of BC.  The United Native Nations Society Local 510 incorporated September 18, 2003.   The objectives of the society are:

· To carry out programs consistent with those of a charitable organization for relief of poverty among the Aboriginal Peoples in BC;

· To organize and unite together Aboriginal Peoples in BC for purpose of the Society;

· To carry out programs for the advancement of the level of education, training and opportunity among the Aboriginal Peoples in BC. The Society shall be carried on without objects of gain for its Members and Directors, and any profits or other accretions to the Society shall be used in promoting its objectives;

· To ensure there be a just resolution of Land Claims & Aboriginal Rights in BC;

· To act as a lobbying force for Aboriginal Peoples with all levels of Government.

On April 28, 1969 the British Columbia Association of Non-Status Indians (BCANSI) was formed to address the political and social-economic concerns of Aboriginal Peoples in urban, rural, and remote off-reserve communities in British Columbia. That same year the on-reserve, status Aboriginal population in British Columbia created a province wide political organization called the Union of British Columbia Indian Chiefs (UBCIC) to give political voice for on-reserve Aboriginal Peoples in British Columbia that still exist today.  

In June 1976 Tom Pitfold of Prince Rupert came up with United Native Nations (UNN) as a new name for BCANSI that more accurately reflects the role of the organization.   That the UNN gives a political voice for the status, non-status, and Metis that are in urban, rural, and remote off-reserve.  Also, to ensure that the social, economic and political needs of every off-reserve Aboriginal person in British Columbia were being advocated by the organization at every level of government. 

The United Native Nations represent about 90,000 Aboriginal
Peoples in BC with membership open to anyone of Aboriginal Ancestry.  The United Native Nations provincial office has membership of about 28,000 Aboriginal Peoples in BC.


The UNN has a national affiliate, the Congress of Aboriginal Peoples.  The UNN is linked with Tribal Councils, Bands, and other Native organization.  The UNN is also part of the Vancouver Aboriginal Council (VAC), and the Aboriginal People’s Council (APC).  All these organization focuses on the best interest of the urban, rural, and remote off-reserve Aboriginal Community.  

The different programs and services that the United Native Nations Local 510 offers are: 
1. Administrative Skills: typing up letters that are already written by an executive, answering calls, and filing.
2. Advocates: Help Aboriginal Peoples in Court or with any other Social Service Agency’s.
3. Computer Training: basic level of computer training that includes word processing

4. Cook Training In Our Kitchen: learning the basics of cooking of soup, making sandwiches

5. Counselling: drugs, alcohol, and anger

6. Life Skills: this involves learning to budget money on a daily basis, learning to shop, the basics of nutritional foods, and learning to do laundry.
7. Referral Services: refer Aboriginal person onto appropriate agency

8. Tutoring For Upgrading: math and English
